Travelling on ferries
Many people have the misconception that 
travelling on a ferry between islands is like a 
cruise. It is important to know that most ferries 
are basic and they do not have a pool or deck 
games, only a coffee shop. Some of the ferries 
are large and you need to climb a narrow 
staircase (with your luggage) to get to the decks. 
Most Athens hotels provide short term luggage 
storage for their clients, so we suggest you leave 
unnecessary belongings in Athens to make your 
trip more pleasant and stress free.
